Scarborough, Ont. (May 19, 2005) – In the early hours of the morning of May 18, 2005, the body of a female was found in a wooded area surrounding the East Scarborough Boys and Girls Club. The details of the investigation have not been disclosed. However, the incident is unrelated to the East Scarborough Boys and Girls Club. 
“We are deeply concerned about the safety and well-being of the children, youth and families we serve in this community,” said Ron Rock, Executive Director of the East Scarborough Boys and Girls Club, “and as a trusted member of this community we are acting immediately to ensure their safety, while enabling programs to continue uninterrupted.” 
The children, youth and families in this community who rely on the Club for vital after-school programs and services will temporarily attend programs at an alternate location until the police investigation is complete. Parents and caregivers have been notified of the situation and the club staff is taking every precaution to ensure the continued safety of club members.
The East Scarborough Boys and Girls Club has been providing safe, supervised programs that support the healthy physical, educational and social development of 18,000 children, youth and their families in the community for 49 years. Dedicated, trained staff and volunteers offer programs in physical recreation, the arts, technology, personal growth, skill development and more. The East Scarborough Club is part of an over 100-year old, national Boys and Girls Club movement, which helps 150,000 children, youth to achieve their potential each year in over 700 communities across Canada. 
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
